FEE POLICIES FOR SENIORS AT UBCO AND OC

           University of B.C. Okanagan and Okanagan College both have policies on tuition and related fees that offer exceptional value to seniors who are interested in continuing their education.  
 
At Okanagan College, where a senior is anyone who is 60 years of age or older, the policy is that seniors pay $75 per semester for any combination of credit or audit courses.  That rate applies if space is available in courses after the enrolment of regular, fee-paying students, and there is no reduction for Continuing Education, Distance Education, or Summer Session courses.   
 
At UBC Okanagan, seniors are those aged 65 or older, and they are not assessed application, tuition, or student fees.  This policy does not apply in areas such as Nursing or in faculties or schools where existing facilities and resources are limited. 
 
Both institutions are well worth consideration by any senior who is interested in pursuing a degree or diploma in a wide range of fields as the cost would be minimal in many cases.
